MICROSCOPE FUNCTIONS

Brings the object into sharper focus

Provides different strengths (power) of magnification

Contains the lens that magnifies

Holds the slide firmly on the stage

Serves as a foundation for the rest of the microscope

Moves the stage up or down to focus on the object to produce a clear, sharp image

Supplies the light that passes through the object you’re viewing

Holds the three objective lenses

Supports the slide that holds the object you want to view

Enables you to change the brightness of the lamp – has different-sized holes that let different amounts of light pass through the object you’re viewing

Connects magnifying lenses to base
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
